29 bands in total performed at the Verizon 
Wireless Amphitheatre, despite rainy weather. “It was the coldest tour date of my life,” 
described BAL host Christina Outlaw, “but the show must go on, including backstage.” 
Backstage with bands like Korn and Papa Roach, Christina showed the artists around to 
check out everything from Line 6’s dream rig to frozen drinks topped with alcohol 
infused flavored whipped CREAM. 
 
With so many talented bands in the 1-day line-up, it was non-stop action in Backstage 
Artist Lounge: Pop Evil picked out goodies from Pet Head for their dogs. Alter Bridge 
received headphones and earphones by Wicked Audio. Hollywood Undead got crazy hair 
extensions by Manic Panic from the hair stylists of Malia Salon. 10 Years’ guitarist 
received a new set of practice axes from Cold Steel. Sevendust looked great in Ksino 
Apparel. Guitaritupforgirls.com and Love Gone Apparel gifted the two female rockers in 
the line-up, Jeanne of All That Remains and Emma of Sickpuppies. Jonathan Tyler and 
the Northern Lights hung out in Backstage Artist Lounge and so did Adelita’s Way.
